Tackling Anti-Muslim Sentiment Workshop 
19 April, 2018  
 

HRSI inaugurated a new series of workshops called Interaction Matters. This initiative aims to raise 

awareness on pressing and current issues that are still present in our global communities, such as racial bias, 

religious prejudice, sexism, ageism, and 

ableism, amongst other important themes. The 

workshops aim to provide practical tools to 

participants to be able to effectively contribute 

to building more positive, respectful relationships among themselves and with the wider society.  

Fifteen participants joined us for our first workshop, Taclking anti-Muslim Sentiment, co-facilitated by Zsófia 

Suba (HRSI), Ana Belén Amil (HRSI), Noémi Radnai (Faculty of Law, ELTE), Pablo Monerris Galvañ (GENS, CEU) 

and Hager Ali (POLS, CEU). The workshop provided participants with theoretical and mostly practical tools for 

them to become knowledgeable on the origins and nature of anti-Muslim sentiment, break misconceptions 

about Islam; recognize examples of religious oppression and microggressions in everyday interpersonal 

interaction, and learn how to counter them. We are very pleased with the high level of participation in this 

initiative, and we hope to see you in our next workshops during the academic year 2018-2019!
